Matching

Bingo
Game Math is fundamental for
every child. Therefore, it is
our responsibility as educators to provide
each child the opportunity to build their
math skills. At our center we include this
subject as much as we can. However,
the most important thing is how we teach
the subject. One of the things that we all
know is that most children love hands on
activities the most.
One of the lessons that I wanted to teach
and didn’t know how to approach was
shapes. As I looked at different possibili-
ties and searched online for ideas, I fi-
nally found one that I thought was very
interesting and fun for the students to do.
It is called the “Matching Bingo Game.”

The materials needed are:

1. Cards with shapes on them.
(circles, triangles, squares, rectan
gles, parallelograms, trapezoids,
etc.) The shapes should be
appropriate for the age level and
skill level of the children with
whom you are working.

2. Definitions of shapes (For example,
a three sided figure with three
angles.)

3. Bingo template

4. Construction paper

I cut the
bingo tem-
plate and
glued it on

'\ construction
paper to
make the
card more
durable. Itis

great if you can get the bingo cards lami-
nated for later use. I then cut nine card

definitions and glued them on the template.
Third, I cut the nine shapes to match each
definition and put them in zip-lock bags. The
game can be done with as many children as
you have materials. They can also play with
partners and compete with another group to
see who can match all the shapes with the
definitions without making a mistake. At the
end a prize can be given to the person or
team who finishes first without any mistakes.

It is a fun learning activity/game that the
children love to do because it is something
that they can have fun with and at the same
time learn/practice all the different shapes.

This is the fourth book the students

have collaborated on at the center. The children, as a group, de-
cide on a theme, a title, the story content, and the illustrations for
the book. Making one of these books is relatively simple.

SAFE FROM THE SNAKE

A TAG GAME

RULE ONE: One person is “IT”, the baby
SNAKE.

RULE TWO: All other children must be in a
cage (within a hula hoop). At least two chil-

dren must be in each cage and are “DIVERS”.
They must have one foot in the cage.

RULE THREE: The teacher calls out
“Change cages.” The divers run from their
cages to a different cage while the baby snake
tries to tag them using the soft object it holds.
The teacher can trick the children by calling
out “Chhhhange diapers, chhhhhange chan-
nels, etc., instead of “Change cages” to lure
children from leaving their secure cage and to
encourage good listening skills.

Equipment Needed: Hula
hoops, jump rope, and soft
objects for tagging

We start with a theme (holiday, season, event, etc.), then
select a cover to go with it (either reproduced or original
artwork). The illustration for the cover is glued onto oak
tag. Cut the oak tag in the shape of the illustration leaving
room for a title and a side where the book will be bound.
Plain white copy paper is cut, slightly smaller than the
cover (use cover as a template), to make the pages of the
book. The opening sentence for the story is authored by
the teacher to start the tale. Students give one sentence
each until the story is finished. Each sentence will be one
page in the book. After the sentences are written are on

H'II the pages, each student randomly picks a page to illustrate.

Each child illustrates a page of another child’s sentence.
Make sure the student’s name is included with their corre-
sponding sentence and artwork. Once the pages are
drawn, the book is ready to be put together. We include a
dated recognition page that lists all the names of the stu-
dents who helped to make the book. Each page is lami-
nated and cut to the shape of the pages. Holes are then
punched in the side left for binding. We have found that
using yarn to bind the book works the best. Once the book
is finished, the students read their story to the other
children. It is so rewarding to see the pride in the children
when they share their contribution to the book with
classmates and parents.

RULE FOUR: Once a child is tagged, that
child becomes a baby snake and helps the other
snakes.

RULE FIVE: After each tag episode, the
snakes must return to MOMMA SNAKE, a
jump rope positioned on the floor. Like the
divers, snakes must have at least one foot
touching MOMMA.

RULE SIX: The last child standing or the last
two are the “SAFE DIVERS”.

To make this activity more challenging,
create boundaries that children and snakes
